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MARMURUOTAS POPIERIUS

Pirmieji marmuruoto popieriaus pavyzdziai i§ Azijos j Europos teritorijg atkeliavo XVT a. pabaigoje, o jau XVII a. $is popierius
pradétas marginti ir senajame kontinente. Pagrindiné jo panaudojimo paskirtis buvo knygy puosyba: prieslapiai, virseliai, deko-
ruojami knygy blokai bei dézutés knygoms. Kaip ir Europoje, taip ir Lietuvoje marmuruotas popierius galéjo buti marginamas cia
pat knygrisiy dirbtuvése ar paciy meistry atsivezamas i$ Krokuvos, tarptautiniy knygy mugiy Frankfurto prie Maino, Leipcigo.
Ri§dami knygas knygrisiai naudodavo ne tik savo, bet ir uzsakovo medziagas, tad marmuruotas popierius galéjo buti atveztas
klienty ir i§ uzsienio $aliy.

LMAVB jgyvendinant projektg ,,Knygy jri$y kultara XV-XVIII a. LDK teritorijoje“ 2016 m. skaitmeninis archyvas atvéré
bibliotekos fonde saugomy knygy jri$y skaitmeniniy vaizdy ir duomeny savada. I§ dviejy Simty adtuoniasdesimt dviejy (282) Vil-
niaus akademijos spaustuvéje isleisty XVII a. leidiniy, net penkiasdesimt trijy (53) dokumenty virseliai sudétiniai ir jy dalj dengia
marmuruotas popierius. Tarp skaitmeniniy pavyzdziy matomi astuoni (8) marmuruoto popieriaus rastai, tarp kuriy vyraujantis —
ispaniska banga (spanish wave marble), net trisdesimt keturi (34) pavyzdziai. TrisdeSimt trijuose (33) leidiniuose ispaniskos ban-
gos rastas — monochrominis, margintas rusvais dazais ant gelsvo atspalvio popieriaus. I$ technikos raiskos tikétina, kad popieriaus
technika priklauso tam paciam meistrui ir lakstai galéty bati marginti panasiu metu. Tik vieng (1) jrisSima' su ispaniskos bangos
rasto pavyzdziu [1] galime i$skirti (http://elibrary.mab.lt/handle/1/5069). Tamsiai rudos bei mélynos spalvos gyslos suteikia ras-
tui puosnumo bei prabangos, tuo paciu i$skiria $j leidinj i$ kity ispaniskos bangos rasta turinciy pavyzdziy. Sio rasto atsiradimo
data Europoje - XVII a. pr,, tad tikétina, kad $is popierius ar atlikimo technika jau galéjo atkeliauti ir j Lietuvy ir bati panaudoti.

Sesios (6) knygos jristos su kriaukliy (shell marble) rasto marmuruotu popieriumi. Keturios (4) i$ jy* skiriasi savo spalvo-
mis, atlikimu ir tik dvi (2)’ turi budingus spalvy parinkimo, techninio atlikimo [3] bruozus (http://elibrary.mab.lt/handle/1/5240,
http://elibrary.mab.lt/handle/1/5283). Knygy leidimo datos (1673-1699) yra ankstesnés, nei pacio rasto vyravimo laikotarpis nuo
XVIII a. pab. iki XX a., tad galime numanyti, kad jos buvo perristos vélesniuoju laikotarpiu.

Sesi (6) jrisimai‘ sgvade su labai populiariu Europoje sukuotu-neparaleliniu (nonpareil marble) rastu. Dél [4] pateikties biido
duomeny bazéje sunku jvertinti naudoty jrankiy $iam rastui atlikti techninius duomenis ir palyginti matomus pavyzdzius tarpu-
savyje, nes $io rasto pavyzdziai pakankamai isbluke, taciau matomos spalvos yra tipiskos naudotoms $iam rastui sukurti Europoje.
Vienas i$ $iy pavyzdziy [5] (1699 m.)° turi pranciizisko sukinio (frensh curl) elementa (http://elibrary.mab.lt/handle/1/5097), kuris
buvo btdingas XVIII a. pab. ir XIX a.

Duomeny sgvade galime matyti po vieng® puosnesnj dvigubo sukuoto (double comb marble) [6] (http://elibrary.mab.lt/han-
dle/1/4981) bei modernaus Sukuoto (wide comb marble) rasty” (http://elibrary.mab.lt/handle/1/4978) pavyzdj. Pastarasis priski-
riamas prie moderniy, vélyvesniy (XX a.) popieriaus marmuravimo rasty. Vienas 1643 m. leidinys® puostas Stormont (Stormont
marble) rastu (http://elibrary.mab.lt/handle/1/5169). Sis marmuruoto popieriaus rastas turi tikslig atsiradimo datg — 1750 m.,
taciau nebuvo populiarus net iki XIX a., tad remiantis $iomis ziniomis galime daryti prielaida, kad leidinys buvo perristas véliau.

Trijy (3) leidiniy vir$eliai® yra puosti vokisku pseudomarmuru (German marble) [9] (http://elibrary.mab.lt/handle/1/5087),
dar Zinomu Gustavo marmuro pavadinimu. Sis dekoras i$gaunamas ant popieriaus laksto paskleidus dazus su veikliosiomis
medziagomis, dazai jsiskverbia j popieriy ir gaunamas marginimas. Vokiskas pseudomarmuras itin paklausus tarp knygrisiy buvo
XIX-XX a., tad XVII a. suskaitmeninti jri$ai buvo perristi praéjus keliems $imtmeciams po jy isleidimo.

Apzvelgus LMAVB elektroninés duomeny bazés leidinius, dekoruotus marmuruotu popieriumi, jy rastus bei sulyginus su jy
atsiradimo bei vyravimo laikotarpiais atsiskleidzia, kad skaitmeninio archyvo duomenys suteikia salygas knygy jriSy duomeny
analizei ir apibendrinimams. Zinios biity naudingos knygotyros specialistams, knygy restauratoriams, bibliotekininkams, studen-
tams, plac¢iajai visuomenei.
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PAPER MARBLING

In the frame of the project of the Wroblewski Library of the Lithuanian Academy of Sciences ,Bookbinding culture in the
15th-18th-century GDLS the collection of data about bookbindings from the holdings of the library and of their digital images
was made available in 2016 via a digital archive. Out of 282 publications printed in the 17th century by the Vilnius Academy prin-
ting house, as many as 52 have quarter- or half-bindings partly covered by marbled paper. The digital images show eight marbling
patterns, with spanish wave marble being predominant (34 bindings). Of the latter, 33 have a monochromatic marbled pattern,
with rose colour applied to yellowish-hued paper. The similar marbling technique suggests that all the specimens were produced
by the same master and at roughly the same time. The remaining binding' with a spanish wave pattern deserves a separate discus-
sion (http://elibrary.mab.lt/handle/1/5069). Dark brown and blue streaks make it ornate, luxurious, and at the same time different
from other specimens of spanish wave marble. As this pattern appeared in Europe in the early 17th century, either specimens of
such paper or the technique of its making must have arrived to Lithuania soon after that.

In six books, the paper has the shell marble pattern. In four® of them, the colours and the marbling technique are unusual for
this pattern, in the remaining two’, traditional (http://elibrary.mab.lt/handle/1/5240; http://elibrary.mab.lt/handle/1/5283). The
books were published in 1673-1699, prior to the pattern becoming widespread (in the late 18th — the 20th century), which suggest
that they were later rebound.

Six bindings* feature paper decorated with nonpareil marble, a pattern very popular in Europe. Even though it is difficult to
determine technical parameters for equipment used in producing this pattern and compare the specimens between themselves,
since they are rather faded, their colours are typical for this pattern in Europe. One specimen (dated from 1699)° features french
curl (http://elibrary.mab.lt/handle/1/5097), an element characteristic for the late 18th and the 19th century.

The database has one each of especially ornate double comb marble® (http://elibrary.mab.lt/handle/1/4981) and wide comb
marble’ (http://elibrary.mab.lt/handle/1/4978) pattern examples. The latter is considered to be a relatively recent (the 20th centu-
ry) marbling pattern. One publication in the database, dated from 1643%, features Stormont marble paper (http://elibrary.mab.lt/
handle/1/5169). As the precise year of origin (1750) is known for this pattern, along with the fact that it had not been in wide use
until the 19th century, it may be guessed that the publication was later rebound.

The covers of three publications’ are decorated with German marble, also known as Gustav(e) marble (http://elibrary.mab.It/
handle/1/5087). This pattern is achieved coating a sheet of paper with dye, then sprinkling colours with active substances on the
surface of the paper. The colours absorb into the paper in spots, creating a marble effect. The pattern was favoured in the 19th-
20th century, so these books, published and bound in the 17th century, must have been rebound several centuries later.

Regarding the marbled-paper bindings in the WLLAS electronic database, the comparison of the publication dates with the
periods of appearance and popularity of the respective marbled patterns suggests that the digital archive may be of great assis-
tance in the analysis of data on book bindings. This knowledge could be very useful for book scientists, book restorers, librarians,
students and general public.
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
